Introduction to Math 2 Class


Math 2 is an extra curriculum class to teach students creative and critical thinking, as well as analytical and strategic skills. It provides students with opportunities to work on a wide range of math problems covering middle school math curriculums and beyond. The students will be asked to work on problems that require comprehensive understanding of basic math knowledge and the ability to apply them to solve challenging math problems, including math contest and competition problems. 
This class is designed for middle school students. In a regular math class, a math concept may be introduced with one or two simple examples to help students understanding the concept. But in contrast, a student in this class will have opportunities to work on exercises with various difficulty levels ranging from fundamental trainings to in-depth and challenging word problems.  
A challenging question facing parents and teachers is: How to make math interesting to students? When young students at the age at the beginning of middle school or entering middle school, this is a critical time to guide them to begin seriously learning math and science. Once students pass this age period, it will be too late to make up when they already in upper middle school or in high school. Therefore, to make math interesting to these young students is crucial to a successful math class, and this is exactly what this class is designed for. That is, the students in this class will learn serious math in a fun atmosphere. Moreover, students will learn math without bumps and jumps - they will learn it in a smooth and gradual manner, even the class pace is actually fast! These are the features that distinguish this class from other math classes.
This class is divided into three sessions. The materials and strategies taught in all the three sessions cover a great portion of the knowledge and requirements in middle school math courses as well as in SAT and ACT math tests. We have middle school students who finished all the three sessions from this class scored over 700 in SAT and over 31 in ACT math tests for talent search programs and were second place finishers in math competitions. 

When enrolling to this class, please keep in mind that the contents covered in these three sessions are connected to each other and the materials taught in these three sessions are in sequence.
